Council Tax 2017/18

The Parish Council has set a budget of £73,000
for the coming financial year, 2017/18.

This is an increase on last year’s budget, mainly
to enable the Council to meet its obligations for its
employees because of central Government
legislation, particularly pension responsibilities.

A Band D property will now pay £42.98 per annum,
an increase of £3.42 a year or 28.5p per month.
