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MOST POINTS AWARDS: Where a trophy is awarded for “most points”:
First place counts 3 points, Second place 2 points and Third place 1 point. Judges may award fourth prizes which do not carry a point value. In the event of a tie between two or more exhibitors, the number of first and subsequent places gained by each will be used to determine a winner; should that be a tie, a decision will be made by the judge.

Cups and Trophies remain the property of the North Ferriby Gardeners’ Club but may be held by the winners until the following June when they must be returned clean and in good condition. Engraving of the winner’s name should be done at his or her expense. 

The RHS Banksian Medal becomes the property of the winner, who is excluded from winning it again for 2 years (RHS rules).

Late & Additional entries may be accepted at the Show Manager’s discretion up to 11 am on Friday 17th July by telephone or email to the Show Manager. A limited number of late entries may be accepted on the morning of the show at the discretion of the Show Manager.

Staging of exhibits will be from 8.30am until 10.30am on the morning of the show. Staging WILL NOT be permitted after this time. Exhibitors & members of the public must leave the hall by 10.30am. Judging commences at 10.45am.

Show open to the public at 2 pm. Presentation of Trophies at 3.15pm.

1. The judges are chosen by the Committee and their decision is final.
2. All questions of dispute which do not come within the jurisdiction of the Judges shall be settled by the Show Manager. 
3. The committee, together with the officers, shall be responsible for the arrangement of the classes.
4. All exhibits to remain on the show bench until after trophy presentation.
5. All exhibits must be the property of the exhibitor and unless stated in the schedule must have been grown, raised, produced, or made by the exhibitor, except for those classes stated in the schedule for which purchased flowers and accessories are allowed (see under class no.).
6. Any exhibitor has the option of lodging an objection before 3.00 pm to any exhibit.
7.  If there is any doubt as to the bona fide of any exhibit or exhibits the Show Manager reserves the right to disqualify such entry or entries.
8.  Exhibitors to provide their own containers & plates for all classes unless stated in the schedule. No paper plates to be used for classes 77-90 inclusive and class 166.

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Hints on Exhibition of Vegetables 

The following selection of hints refers to the exhibition of vegetables under
National Vegetable Society (NVS) rules. Further details www.nvsuk.org.uk

 Ensure that all produce is clean and fresh and meets the number of specimens required to be staged. Try not to mix small and large specimens and remember that biggest is not always best! 

Beans, Broad should be long, straight, well filled pods with unblemished skins. Avoid aged pods containing seeds bearing black eyes, one or more pods may be snapped by the Judge to assess condition.  

Beans, French & Runner should be long, straight and shapely, fresh, tender, of good colour and with no outward signs of seeds in the pods. One or more pods may be snapped by the Judge to assess condition.

Cabbages should have fresh, solid heads with outer leaves intact. All foliage should be clean, pest-free and with natural bloom intact. Stems are normally trimmed to about 50mm.

Carrots, Beetroots, Parsnips and Turnips should be smooth-skinned, free from damage and disease, straight and well coloured throughout their length. Stump-rooted carrots should have a pronounced stump (not pointed) root end.

Beetroot and turnips are normally cut by the judge to assess flesh colour/ disease. Wash carefully, around rather than along the root, to avoid scratching the skin surface. Avoid specimens with side or fanged roots or broken taproots. 

Cauliflowers should have solid, white curds, circular in outline, free of pests, gaps, leaf bracts and other damage. Foliage should be trimmed back evenly and neatly to expose the curd. Stems are normally trimmed back to about 50mm.

Celery should be free from pest and disease damage with crisp, clean, straight well-blanched stems free from splits, seed heads and side shoots. Top foliage should be dark green and free of damage. Roots are normally trimmed to form a basal wedge.

Courgettes should be tender with uniform shape and colour and flower still attached.  Optimum length is 150mm.

Cucumbers should be fresh, tender, straight, uniform in thickness and colour, with short handles and free from damage and disease.
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Leeks should be firm, white, straight, non-bulbous barrels with no evidence of damage or disease. Foliage should be turgid, damage and pest free. By definition, a pot leek must not exceed 150mm in length between the root plate and the ‘button’ (the point at which the lowermost leaf joins the barrel) and a blanch leek must exceed this measurement 

Marrows should be fresh, young and tender with uniform colour and flower still attached. Optimum length is 400mm (200mm for round-fruited varieties). 

Onions should be shown as grown, with roots washed.  Try to ensure that all bulbs are matched for size and shape.

Peas should be long, fresh, smooth, well-filled pods with good natural bloom and colour. Peas should be staged with some stalk attached. One or more pods may be snapped by the Judge to assess condition.

Potatoes should be well-shaped, shallow-eyed, and even-sized with clean, unbroken skins. Wash carefully but do not polish. Optimum weight is 170gm per tuber.  

Tomatoes should be firm, ripe, unblemished, well-shaped and rounded. Optimum size is 60mm for exhibition types and 25mm for cherry fruited varieties. Calyces should be fresh and attached.

Collection of Vegetables The Judge normally awards points for vegetables; the following list shows the maximum total points that may be awarded under the NVS rules for some of the commoner kinds.

Different vegetables attract different judging criteria but points are awarded primarily for factors such as condition, size, shape, and uniformity. Exhibitors should aim to stage higher-pointed kinds in vegetable collections as far as possible. A poor potato may easily outscore a perfect radish.

Aubergines 18, French Beans 15, Runner Beans 18, Globe/cylindrical Beetroot 15, Long Beetroot 20, Green/Red/Savoy Cabbage 15 Stump Carrots 18, Long Carrots 20, Cauliflowers 20, Celery Trench 20, Celery Self-blanching 18, Cucumbers 18, Garlic 12, Blanch/Pot Leeks 20, Lettuce 15, Marrows/squashes 15, Okra 18, Large Onions 20, Onions from sets/ 250gm or less 15, Parsnips 20, Potatoes 20, Pumpkins 10, Radish 10, Sweetcorn 15, Sweet/Chilli Peppers 15, Exhibition Tomatoes 18 Beefsteak Tomatoes 15, Cherry-fruited Tomatoes 12, Turnips 15.
